Theater Review

A Wonderful Journey

Most parents know that a long drive can become unbearable unless some entertainment is
provided on the way. Although Hoke Coleburn spends a few decades behind the wheel those
years seem to fly by thanks to the entertainment Wayside Theatre provides with its current pro-
duction, “Driving Miss Daisy.”

This production provides much more than mere entertainment. The story has become familiar
to millions through the well received and often televised 1989 motion picture: an old woman, no
longer able to drive herself, reluctantly accepts the services of a driver hired by her son. The film
deserved the four Academy Awards it received.

One of those awards, for best screenplay based on material from another medium, went to the
playwright, Alfred Uhry. In the intimacy of a theatre, especially a small theatre, the power of his
work takes on a clarity that can be lost on the big screen.

Faith Potts and Elliot Dash as Daisy Werthhan and Hoke Coleburn unfold for us an intimate
relationship that starts out with straight talk and ends in honesty — and we see here that those
two are not always the same thing. In the course of this play we see not only the evolution of racial
engagement in Georgia in the second half of the 20th century, we also watch as Daisy comes to

realize that an open door isn't truly open until it is opened all the
way. Potts cautiously opens that door for Hoke, and for us.

While Hoke’s journey in the front seat arrives at the same
destination he approaches this peculiar relationship with great-
er patience than does his passenger. What hangs in the balance
is not just his job, but a fragile relationship with a lonely woman,
and in a larger sense interracial detent, and he nurtures all three
of these as carefully and reliably as he takes Mss Daisy where
she must go. During their first ride together Hoke exclaims, “We
barely movin’!” when Miss Daisy says she does not like to go
fast. From that point on Dash plays Hoke as a man aware of
the obstacles to be overcome and determined to move forward
regardless.

In playing the role of Miss Daisy’s son, Boolie Werthan, James
Flemming provides comic elements allowing the audience to
digest the developing interplay between his mother and Hoke.
Boolie’s sense of irony finds voice in sarcasm which Flemming
delivers with gentleness to both of the other characters.

Artitistic director Warner Crocker has again done a superb
job of bringing together the talents of his actors and the able
Wayside production team. The compact script finds itself at
home in the Til Turner’s simple, carefully crafted set. Costumes
by Tamara M. Carruthers roll along with the ever changing

fashions and Steve Przybylski’s musical selections move us
evenly from scene to scene.

At last Miss Daisy came to the end of her road, her journey
over. The rest of us have unfinished business and more road to
travel. Along that road we recommend you make an entertain-
ing stop at Royal Phoenix in Front Royal for Wayside Theatre’s
production of “Driving Miss Daisy.”

A SitCom That’s Actually Funny

Unfortunately, the best situation comedy that we’ve seen in
quite some time is not in a boxed set at Borders, nor will it be
in endless reruns on TBS. It vanished forever with the closing of
“Leave it to Psmith” at Patrick Henry College last weekend.

One might easily wonder along with us why college students
would put on an eighty-five year-old play about someone need-
ing _5,000 in a hurry. The answer probably has something to do

with the fact that the script is hilarious.

Situation comedy relies upon someone thrust into a jam of
exaggerated importance from which escape is facilitated by
someone with a knack for bright ideas and an overabundance
of luck. Oh, that’s only the situation part. The comedy part relies
more often than not on a laugh track and an audience that will
put up with anything that fills the time between commercials.

Writers P.G. Wodehouse and lan Hay put together a play us-
ing words that are actually funny and a very receptive Purcellville
audience supplied an enthusiastic laugh track of their own.

Director Kaylyn Carlson’s well prepared cast — highlighted by
James Miedling as Psmith (the ‘P’ is psilent) supported notably
by Anna Wyatt and Aidan Grano — managed to keep up with
their characters’ high jinx and somehow were able to bring us
along as well.

Eden Troupe, the theatric group at Patrick Henry College,
once again raised the level of its productions with this presenta-
tion. The creative team continues to find increasingly effective
ways to work within the limits of their performance space. We
look forward to observing their future development.

And with a chuckle we look back on their very enjoyable,
amusing production of “Leave it to Psmith.” 4

Hospital Corporation of America (HCA) wants to build the next Loudoun hospital. So does Inova Health
System. Others may be interested as well. While the question of who should build the hospital is worthy of
public debate, the single most important question is:
