





Western Loudoun Artists Studio Tour

Avrtists throughout Loudoun County opened their studios to visitors for the third annual West-
ern Loudoun Artists Studio Tour last weekend. Nearly thirty artists participated this year, and all
indications point to a bigger than ever turn out of visitors.

Katy Stidley, one of the host artists, encouraged guests to step into her Round Hill lampwork-
ing shop to watch her friend Julie Bahun “playing with fire” at a small workbench. Lampworking
is the technical name for making glass beads, a process that involves heating glass rods to the
melting point in an open flame. In the old days, Bahun said, Venetian craftsmen would use oil
lamps for this purpose, hence the term lampworking.

At Stidley’s studio the flame shoots from a burner that mixes propane and pure oxygen in a
high-tech nozzle that looks more like a rocket engine than an ancient Italian oil lamp. As Bahun
described the process of softening the glass rod, the blue flame took on an orange glow. When
it appeared that the glowing tip of sagging glass would drip to the table, Buhan caught it with
a mandrill, a metal rod around which she creates the bead. From this point on she continually
rotated the mandrill to keep the bead from falling.

With skill that she has honed over the past 12 years, Bahun used several other glass rods and
a variety of simple tools to create a five-petal flower with a hole perfectly centered. Through that
hole the bead will be attached to an earring, necklace or other ornament. At times like these, the
piece of jewelry at the end of the line seems to matter less than the act of bead making. Buhan
said, “Some people read, walk, do yoga. | can make beads for hours.”

Stidley, like Bahun, started bead making about a decade ago. Operating out of her house in
Round Hill she sells beaded jewelry through The Beaded Rabbit. In fact, it was her bead making
that brought her to Round Hill.

Three and half years ago she and her husband were looking for a move from the inner sub-
urbs. Stidley happened upon a house that had an old chicken coop in the back yard. “As soon as
| saw that | thought, ‘My bead shack!’” she said. “| knew we had to have it.”

Over time Stidley hopes to have a studio slightly larger than her refurbished chicken coop. “I
want to have a couple of torches,” she said, “and maybe have some students.”

On the other side of Round Hill, and on the other end of the fire-playing scale, lies David
Norton’s extensive pottery operation. Through late Saturday afternoon a steady stream of visitors
had driven down the gravel driveway to the Norton studio situated on seven acres of an old farm
totally surrounded by the upscale community of Stoneleigh.

“I haven’t had a chance to sit down,” Norton said as he wrapped some recent sales and his
wife Brenda took still more orders. Together, chatting with customers and bantering between
themselves, they appear very comfortable at their make-shift sales office beside the kiln that
Norton built himself in 1997.

One wall of the massive chamber sits on a small railroad car which can hold several months
of the Nortons’ product — yes, Brenda also makes pottery. Once they have loaded the multiple
fireproof shelves with cups, plates, bowls and bird feeders, they roll the car and wall into place
to begin the firing process.

During the next twelve hours about $150 worth of propane bring the heat up to firing tem-
perature. At that point the burners are turned off. The kiln then takes three days to cool to the
point at which the wall can again be opened and the results examined. Pottery making is not for
people demanding instant gratification.

Ultimately the pottery goes into the beautiful and well lit showroom, joining the wide selection
of pottery, both functional and artistic, on display. Speaking of the variety of objects he creates
Norton said, “Every now and then the painter in me gets out, but that doesn’t pay the bills. | like
the functional pieces.”

Part of the gratification of his work comes from the contact that he has with the people who
buy, and use, his work. “We get calls,” he said, “from people who say, ‘David, | can’t drink my
coffee this morning because your mug broke. | need another one.””

Does it bother Norton that the fruits of his labor can be so easily broken? Apparently not.
“That,” he said, “is what keeps potters potting.”

For the last three years Norton has been creating potters, or at least helping area residents
find their inner potter, by teaching intermediate and advanced pottery classes at the Round Hill
Arts Center. The next generation of western Loudoun artist will be well served by artists like
Norton and Stidley sharing their technical skills and the creative passions that feed their souls.
