type to join a group, clearly Dale, a former British solider, knew 
his stuff, both from the U.S. perspective as well as the Germans. 
With the use of photos and interviews, he unveiled heroic events 
and factual stories of what happened on that fateful day. Villag-
ers, soldiers, prisoners and animals all played a role. He 
also provided key details that were not covered or ex-
aggerated from the movie the Longest Day or the more 
recent, Saving Private Ryan and the Band of Brothers 
mini series. The later of which he believes is the most 
realistic film made today. Sharing his insight from first 
hand reports, we received a better understanding as 
to what it was like, without the fear of being hit by 
33 bullets per second, per man whizzing by us as we 
walked Omaha and Utah beaches. The tour and input 
from Dale and BattleBus Tours was invaluable. Without 
their insight, much would have been overlooked or not 
properly placed in order. 

Another aspect that took us both by surprise was 
the residents of the Normandy region. It was not un-
common to hear “Are you American?” to which we 
would confirm with our southern draw. They would 
then reply with a simple “Thank you.” This simple re-
sponse caught us by surprise, as we were not ordering 
anything or spending any money; they were thanking 
Americans, Brits and all those of the Allied nations for helping 

liberate their village, town or city. Clearly, we were not in Kansas, 
or even in Paris for that matter. Residents of this area are genu-
inely grateful for the sacrifices our fathers, mothers and other 
family members made so many years ago. 

This region lives with the horrors and pride of so many years 
ago every day. Many continue to live in the very same home that 
was once a German machine gun nest, or perhaps an American 
hospital. These people are proud of America and its fallen sons.   
Signs were placed on restaurants with the names of their libera-

tors and memorials were and are still being built, by local 
residents. These simple monuments are not paid for by 
the government or seen as tourist attractions. They are 
symbols of thanks.

The German bunkers remain, thousands are buried 
throughout their countryside and the craters created by 
the naval bombardments remain, albeit, not as deep. 
Each year, remains are discovered, 16 German soldiers 
last year alone, in addition to tons of equipment and 
bombs. The scars of war remain deep, but the pride and 
respect are stronger than ever. 

On this day, the sixty-forth anniversary of D-Day, we 
are humbled by the respect that the residents of Nor-
mandy pay to those fallen American soldiers and their 
families on a daily basis. It is also a little embarrassing, 
as we in the United States have to wait a year before we 
have to remember to give thanks to those brave men 
who stormed the beaches for a much greater cause than 
themselves. u
