Dairy Strawberry Bavarian Cream

Ingredients

1 cup fresh strawberry

3/4 cup sugar

1 tablespoon gelatin (unflavored)
1/2 cup cold water

2 tablespoons lemon juice

1 cup cream, whipped

fresh fruit, for decoration

Directions

Slice strawberries and mix with the sugar. Set aside until sugar dissolves. Sprinkle gelatin over cold water.
Let stand for 5 minutes, then heat a little bit until gelatin dissolves completely. Add gelatin and lemon juice to
sliced berries. Add in the whipped cream. Pour into a fancy mold or serving dish. Chill in the fridge until set.
Carefully unmold and serve. Decorate with the slices of lemon and/or orange (optional).

before an uninformed homeowner is aware of a problem. A survey of residents in
the Chesapeake Bay region found that 50 percent of septic owners had not had their
systems inspected within the last three years and that 46 percent had not had their
system cleaned within the same time frame. Twelve percent of residents did not even
know where their septic system was located. This indicates that conventional septic
systems are not being maintained, with potentially alarming consequences. Accord-
ing to estimates, 10-30% of all conventional systems are in failure. With over 13,000
conventional systems in Loudoun, most of them older, we a surrounded by potentially
thousands of failed systems, most of which go undetected until a home is up for sale.
We have a huge problem with conventional septic systems that will only be worsened
by this proposed legislation.

The Chesapeake Bay Program has estimated that conventional systems dump more
than 12 million pounds of nitrogen into the Chesapeake Bay every year. Nitrogen pollu-
tion in the Chesapeake Bay results in reduced habitat for crabs, oysters, and other bot-
tom-dwelling organisms. Locally, this untreated sewage from failed systems bubbles
up in our yards, near our wells, and finds its way into the very water we drink and bathe
in every day. While playing in the yard, our kids and dogs are exposed to this immense

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health hazard: untreated sewage contains viruses and bac-
teria that cause gastro-intestinal illness, cholera, Hepatitis
A, and typhoid. This same raw sewage flows into our ponds
and streams; the horses and livestock drink it; we irrigate
our vegetables with it. Then it goes down the Potomac,
past the water intake for the Town of Leesburg, and into the
Chesapeake Bay to kill more crabs and oysters. Nitrogen
from this sewage also seeps into our groundwater, affecting
the water we drink.

In 2007, almost all of the new systems my company
installed were replacements for old, conventional systems
that had failed. Of all the systems we installed last year,
the only two that were not to replace failed conventional

systems were actually required to update homes that still used
outhouses! Can you believe that in one of the wealthiest coun-
ties in the country, we still have homes that rely exclusively on
outhouses?

The Loudoun County Health Department has a cost share
program to assist homeowners with the cost of replacing an
outhouse, privy, or failed septic system. If you suspect that your
current septic system may not be functioning properly, contact
the Health Department for more information. The only current
way of detecting failed systems is through an inspection, which
generally occurs only when the property is sold. While in the
field installing septic systems, we have seen some appalling
examples of failed conventional systems creating unhealthy
environmental situations, many of which are not currently be-
ing addressed. In several cases, it took over two years from
the time the failed system was identified during a real estate

transaction until remedial action was taken. This is clearly
unacceptable. We all live downstream from this. We can-
not continue to dump wastes, toxins, and pathogens into the
groundwater, into our air, and into surface water without hav-
ing disastrous results to the ecosystems, to ourselves, and to
our children. It is time for all of us, as individuals, as a com-
munity, and as a world, to take responsibility for cleaning up
our own crap. For those environmentally conscious citizens
of Loudoun County with a mind to improve water quality in
our streams and rivers, the proposed legislation is environ-
mentally dangerous. Advanced treatment septic systems are
the most environmentally responsible solution we have at this
time. If anything should be restricted, it should be the use of
conventional septic systems. 4
