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had requested for improvements at Main and Hatcher and Main 
and 23rdStreet. That was all the County has been offering for 
road improvements in Town. 

Lazaro said the only road improvement funded is the west-
ern section of Allder School Road to Field’s Farm. Funding was 
not included to improve Allder School Road east from Route 
287 to Rt. 690. A large part of the student population traveling 
from the Lovettsville area would utilize this road. The Assistant 
County Administrator, Paul Brown had even once suggested that 
a joint corridor study should be conducted to gather information 
to see who should pay for what. That suggestion has seemed to 
have been put aside.

Although the County said it would comply with the annexa-
tion requirements, it did not close the option of building the 

school with an onsite water and wastewater system if the Town 
does not approve the annexation. The County asks the parties 
to agree on this. The Town has required all development to com-
ply with the Purcellville Urban Area Growth Management Plan 
(PUGAMP). The proposed wastewater systems would not be in 
compliance with the terms of this agreement. The Town has 
always worried that this would open up growth and it would 
have no part in determining what goes in the JLMA (Joint Land 
Management Area) that will directly impact the Town.

Priscilla said that the County had requested a list of is-
sues that Town needed addressed. These items had been dis-
cussed with the County from time to time but the Town never 
received a response until May 23rd. The Town held out some 
hope after the meeting on the 16th. Priscilla and Clarke thought 
that York understood the concerns of the Town laid out in the 

settlement offer and found it reasonable. York said there is money 
in reserves, Priscilla added, that could be pulled out to fund the 
transportation requests. Priscilla and Clarke along with Town at-
torney Maureen Gilmore told the County that this is the last time 
they would make a settlement offer. The County hoped to settle 
before the Supreme Court heard oral argument on June 3rd but 
that hope has been dashed with the failure to come to a mutual 
settlement agreement. 

Priscilla feels that Burton has given out misinformation and 
hindered the settlement negotiations while using even stronger 
words to describe Burton’s motives, that he “deliberately lied.” An 
example he used is that Burton has implied the improvements at 
Main and Maple would close all the businesses at the four cor-
ners. The Town says they have worked out right-of-way concerns 
with the businesses. 

“They are pretending that the election did not happen,” the 
Mayor said. “We have made a fair and responsible offer. The re-
sponse from the public has been overwhelmingly positive.” He 
went on to say that the County seems mostly interested in East-
ern Loudoun with the proposal to spend $11.5 million on a high 
school in Dulles South.

The Town faces traffic back ups everyday at the major inter-
sections and Town studies have shown that the high school would 
make it worse. Every intersection in Purcellville is impacted each 
day by school traffic. To require the taxpayers of Purcellville to pay 
for the transportation impacts for the County facilities cannot be 
justified, the Council says.

Lazaro said that the talks have gone from no high school to the 
County only offering a couple of things to help the Town. “We are 
back to where we were a few years ago,” he said. “The County 
seems interested in litigation not education” paraphrasing a cam-
paign slogan of mayoral hopeful Karl Phillips and his slate of three 
who lost the last election. Lazaro even sees a political component 
to the failure to reach a settlement. He has been told that Burton 
is “running the show.” Some supervisors of the democratic major-
ity of the BOS saw their candidates lose, he said. They hoped the 
lawsuits would be dropped and HS-3 would be built and PUGAMP 
ignored. 

A different story has emerged as both the Town and County 
await the decision of the Supreme Court sometime in the fall. �X
