save, rehabilitate, and re-home lives, to spay and neuter them, 
and to defeat pet overpopulation once and for all.

“No problem,” Lindsay replied easily. “I’ll bathe them together.” 
Imagine two dogs who desperately do not want to be bathed hanging out 

in the suds together just to make it easier on them – and a good bit harder on 
their loving groomer. 

Little did Lindsay know she and Sue were donating these special baths as 
God’s distributors. 

Dr. Pete Brukowski of Hoof and Paw Veterinary Clinic in Purcellville stepped 
up once again as compassionate distributor when he checked out 
Joseph, the senior dog turned into rescue by his senior owner 
who could no longer care for him along with her husband with 
Alzheimer’s. 

Dr. Pete did not bat an eyelash or ask for anything in return for 
his kindness to the rescue dog in need.

Nor did the veterinarian at Banfield in Sterling charge a penny 
a few weeks ago when Speckles arrived at her adoption event 
with a wound incurred in a dog fight.
